· Information we used to collect on volunteer information sheets is now collected at registration through Zoomerang, so we don’t need these in the class.

· LEGO® NXT kits – We should delete all the programs in the NXT robots as we set up the class.

· We should have the robots charging as part of setting up the classroom.  That will give them at least an hour of charge before they start using them.

· Make sure each kit has the USB cable to connect it to the computer.  These USB cables are kept with the robot kits.

· Laptop computers with the NXT software

· Instructor laptop with presentation materials

· Projector

· Extension cords and power strips

· We will have an NXT robot that can be used as a demo of a “real” NXT robot.  We don’t have a task that the demo robot can do, but showing a robot like the one designed by the Kangaroos gives the students an idea on what real teams of kids can do.

· Full field set-up kit from the Body Forward challenge

· Video of past competition.  The video(s) should be in a folder on the desktop of the instructor laptop.    I think the best we have right now is still the video from City Sights.  We could also consider using the “Get in the Game” video from FIRST, but it doesn’t do quite what our City Sights video does.

· Carts to transport kits and computers
